A straight line drawn between any two points on this chart repre-
sents a great circle track on the earth; hence it measures the shortest
distance between those points, This chart should be used for all
problems in which the exact determination of the great circle route is

———— of importance.

This chart should not be used for courses or distances. After the
route is plotted on this chart, it should be transferred, point by point,
to other charts, and the courses to be flown and the distances should
be scaled from them.
