Clip #2—“Teacher ‘IDENTIFIES’ What Students Will Do”

In this clip, you will see the teacher identifying to her students what they will learn in the day’s lesson.  

There is only one segment to this very short clip.  By identifying the learning objective, the teacher ensures that her students know what it is they will be expected to do during the math activity.  Students who have learning problems often loose sight of the learning objective during a particular math lesson or activity because of attention difficulties, cognitive processing problems, and memory difficulties.  By explicitly stating what students will be doing during the lesson, the teacher can help students who have these various learning problems recognize the learning objective. Because her students are not reading fluently at this point, the teacher does not write the learning objective on the eisel; however, for students who are reading, writing the learning objective on the chalkboard or other visible place can be an effective technique.  Referring to this visual cue as you state the learning objective provides students multiple sensory modalities through which to “capture” the learning objective and store it in memory.
