Clip #4—“Teacher Re-States What Student Will Learn”

In this short clip you will see the teacher restating to her students what they will be learning that day.  There is only one segment in this clip.  Even though the teacher has identified the learning objective already (see Clip #2), students who have learning problems benefit from the re-identification of the learning objective because it comes right before they begin the learning activity.  For students who have attention and memory problems, the close proximity of restating the learning objective to the actual learning activity helps them to re-focus on the purpose for what they are getting ready to do.
