Clip #2-Teacher Models Finding the Problem to be Solved

In this clip, you will see the teacher modeling how to find the question that states the problem to be solved.  There is only one segment to this short clip


The teacher assists her students who have learning problems by explicitly pointing to the question mark, thereby cueing them to an important part of the story problem.   As she does this, she also reminds students what the question mark stands for.  Although students with learning problems may have this information stored in memory, they often have difficulty retrieving this information when it is needed.  The teacher assists students’ retrieval by this simple act.  The teacher provides additional cueing by underlining the question while reading it aloud.  As students learn to find the problem to be solved in story problems, underlining can be an effective way for them to “self-cue.”
