Teacher Instruction-Explicit Teacher Modeling - Division (Representational Level)

Clip #2 – Teacher Introduces and Reads Aloud  Story Problem

In this clip, you will see the teacher introduce the story problem which comes from the “Big Book” they read in clip number one, read it aloud, and then read it aloud with her students. You will see two segments.  A short black screen will appear between the segments.  In the first segment, the teacher introduces the story problem and where it comes from.  She also reads the story problem aloud one time.  In the second segment, the students read the story problem aloud with the teacher. 


There are several characteristics that make the elements you will see in this clip effective for students who have learning problems.

1. The teacher makes a point of reminding her students that the story problem they are about to solve comes from the story they just read in the big book.  It is always important to remember that students with learning problems often do not independently make such connections.

2. The teacher points to the words as she and her students read them.  Such cueing can assist students who have reading difficulties, particularly students who have visual processing deficits that may make reading from a distance difficult.

3. By reading the story aloud first, the teacher provides students a good reading model.  Students who have reading problems benefit greatly from listening and seeing a good reading model.  Students also get to see the words and hear the story problem once before they read it with the teacher a second time.  Some students who have information processing deficits, benefit from seeing and hearing something more than one time because it allows them an extra opportunity to process all of the information presented.

4. By providing students the opportunity to read aloud with her, the teacher provides students the opportunity to “feel” what it is like to read fluently.  Students who have reading problems often do not know what it is like to read fluently.  Such practice can be helpful to building reading fluency.  Reading with fluency also assists in comprehension and in this case assists students in understanding the story problem.  Understanding the story problem is crucial if students are to understand the division problem-solving process.
