Student Practice-Structured Language Experiences –Patterning (Concrete Level)
Introduction

In the following three video clips, you will see a kindergarten teacher implementing Structured Language Experiences at the concrete level of understanding.  She implements this student practice strategy to  provide her students multiple opportunities to make and describe patterns.  Her students have received previous instruction on patterning and have acquired the concept of patterns, both visual patterns and “sound patterns.”  The teacher’s purpose for this instructional strategy is to support her students to develop deeper levels of understandings of patterns. The primary characteristics that makes this instructional strategy helpful for students who have learning problems is that it encourages them to use language to deepen their conceptual understanding and it provides them the amount of support and explicit teaching they need to benefit form the learning activity. You will see three clips, each demonstrating an important component of implementing Structured Language Experiences effectively for students who have learning problems. Before each clip, I will highlight what you will see and some important teacher behaviors that make this student practice strategy helpful for students who have learning problems.
