Clip #2 Teacher Reviews Roles


In clip #2, you will see the teacher and students reviewing the duties for each of the four roles or jobs.


You will see 3 segments.  A short black screen will appear b/w each segment.  In the first 2 segments, the teacher holds up each “role sign” and cues students to important duties of each role.  In the 3rd segment, the teacher rings the bell and prompts student thinking regarding what they should do at the sound of the bell.


Reviewing roles and reminding students of the important aspects of each role, provides students with learning problems a second chance to learn what to do.  Highlighting the important features of a role helps these students make important connections between the role and its importance in the group activity.


Other important teacher behaviors to watch for include:

1) The teacher visually holds up role sign while providing auditory descriptions.  This helps students connect the role to its description.

2) The teacher rehearses what students do when bell rings provides a form of practice to a potentially disrupting transition.  You may even consider practicing this transition with your students several times before beginning.
