Clip #3  Teacher Describes Structured Learning Sheet


In clip #3, you will see the teacher describing the structured learning sheet that provides students the division problems they will solve.


You will see 3 segments in this clip.  A short black screen will appear b/w each segment.  In the 1st segment, the teacher describes the learning sheet.  In the second segment, the teacher describes an extension activity groups can try when they’ve completed the structured learning sheet.  Segment 3 shows the teacher distributing the learning sheets and prompting groups to begin problem solving.


Providing materials such as a structured learning sheet, helps structure the learning activity.  Such cueing provides focus for students with learning problems.


Other important characteristics you will see include:

1) The teacher explicitly points out important characteristics of the structured learning sheet.  Notice that a “red star” is used to cue students which is the “official” group learning

Sheet.  This cues the recorder and illustrator which sheet to write or draw on.

2) The teacher provides an extension activity to challenge higher achieving students.  Notice how the teacher cues students to a word problem students developed in a previous activity.

3) The teacher re-emphasizes role expectations.  She cues timekeeper about when role

Changing should occur and cues reader that they begin group work by reading story

Problem.
