Teacher Instruction-Explicit Teacher Modeling-Addition (Concrete Level)

Clip#4 – Teacher Reviews/Enhances Contextual Meaning


In this clip you will see something really neat.   The teacher replicates the same problem-solving situation, but she does it in a very contextually meaningful way.  There is one segment in this clip.


There are two particular teacher behaviors that I’d like you to watch for.

1. The teacher uses a simple prop, a plastic container filled with water to show how the bears get in the water and then to show how many bears total there are in the water.  Using props like this makes the problem-solving situation more realistic and therefore more meaningful.

2. Reviewing the problem-solving process that has just been modeled is important for students who have learning problems because it assists them to store the information they have just learned.  By providing such review in a contextually meaningful way that directly corresponds to the previously modeled problem-solving process, the teacher makes it more likely that students will remember the addition process.  Efficient memory retrieval of the addition process is more likely to occur for students who have memory retrieval deficits because the information was stored in a meaningful way.
