Clip #4 – Student Questions


In this short clip, you will see the teacher providing her students the opportunity to ask questions before they play the instructional game.   There are two segments in this clip.  A short black screen will appear between segments.  The teacher does two important things in this clip.  First, she asks students if they have any questions about the game.  Second, as she responds to questions, the teacher takes the opportunity to clarify any confusion and to cue them about how to use the fishing pole “appropriately.   By including time for questions, the teacher is able to determine what misconceptions students have.  Sometimes students with learning problems may hear directions, but they may not process the information accurately.  This time can be used to check for understanding one last time.
