Student Practice-Planned Discovery Activity (Concrete Level)

Clip #2-Teacher Provides Explicit Directions/Structure For Activity

In this clip, you will see the teacher providing explicit directions for the planned discovery activity. You also will see the structured discovery sheet the teacher has provided each student.  There are three segments in this clip.  A short black screen will appear between each segment.  In the first segment, you will see the teacher providing directions for the activity.  In the second segment you will see a student answering his data sheet.  The third clip shows the teacher checking the groups’ understanding of the process for completing the planned discovery sheet.  

Look for the following cueing techniques that activate student thinking and make this strategy helpful for students who have learning problems:

1. The teacher provides a structured discovery sheet that provides direction for the students’ as they investigate the relationship between gallons, quarts, & pints.

2. The teacher makes her directions explicit through doing things such as cueing students where the 1cup line is and explains how they can take turns performing different jobs.

3. The teacher prompts student thinking by asking several questions that actually provide students guidance as they explore.
