Clip #3-Students Work in Cooperative Groups

In this clip, you will see students working together in groups. There are three segments in this clip.  A short black screen will appear between each segment. 

There are several things I’d like you to look for as you view this clip.

1. The teacher ensures there is plenty of space between group areas.  This prevents potential behavioral conflicts that may occur and reduces possible distractions to students who have attention problems.

2. The teacher directs students when to begin and provides a time frame for finishing.  Cueing students like this helps them to better determine the pace at which they need to work.

3. Notice the engagement demonstrated by the students.  Due to the planning and structure provided by the teacher, groups know what they are to do.  The teacher has also demonstrated enthusiasm for the activity.  And as the saying goes, “enthusiasm is contagious.”
