Student Practice-Planned Discovery Activity (Crouch 2) 

Clip #5-Teacher Provides Closure/Models Math Skill

In this clip, you will see the teacher providing closure to the activity.  There are two segments in this clip.  A short black screen will appear between each segment.  In the first segment, you will see the teacher modeling the use of the concrete objects to determine the answers to the structured discovery sheet.  In the second segment, the teacher reviews the answers with the students. 

There are several aspects to this closure activity that are helpful to students who have learning problems.

1. By demonstrating the accurate way to “discover” the relationships between the various volumes, the teacher ensures that all students have the opportunity to see an appropriate model at least once.  Because the point of this strategy is to encourage students to extend their knowledge and to make meaningful connections between concepts they have already mastered, modeling this process initially is not appropriate.   However, it is important that such modeling does occur during closure because some students may not have seen it done correctly during the activity.

2. Reviewing the answers and discussing student observations are also very helpful.  First, it provides students feedback on the accuracy of their answers.  Second, it allows students to benefit from the observations of other students and it provides the teacher the opportunity to clarify misconceptions or emphasize key points.
