Clip#3-Teacher Gives Directions


In this short clip, you will see the teacher give directions for the practice activity.  There is only one segment to this clip.


Watch for several teacher behaviors that are helpful to students who have learning problems.

1. The teacher provides clear directions for the practice activity.  Providing clear directions regarding what, how, and where students are to practice provides structure that facilitates a smooth transition between teacher instruction and the practice activity.  Teaching common routines and expectations for transitions like this helps students who have learning problems to know what they are to do when transitions occur.

2. The teacher responds to a student idea about flipping the white paper in a positive, validating way.  When students who have a history of failure share ideas that show their engagement in the learning activity, it is important to respond in a positive and encouraging manner.  Responding in this manner encourages students to stay interested and hopefully to share their ideas again.
